Telling time — o'clock, half past, quarter past and to (review)

Read an analog clock. Hour hand (short) → which hour. Minute hand (long) → minutes, counting
in 5s.
Hour hand past 10, minute hand on 3 → 10:15

12-hour ↔ 24-hour. 24-hour uses 00–23, no am/pm. For pm times, add 12 to the hour.
3:30 pm → 15:30 · 08:15 → 8:15 am
