Adding or subtracting decimals works just like whole numbers — line up the decimal points so
each place meets its match.

-4.25+1.8 - 4.250 + 1.800 = 6.05.
— Fill gaps with zeros: 7 - 2.45 — 7.00 - 2.45 = 4.55.

ADD 4.25 + 1.8

4 .25
+1.80
6 .05

Write 1.8 as 1.80 so both have two decimal places.
Line up the decimal points and add from the right.
5+0=5;2+8=10(write 0, carry 1);4+1+1=6 - 6.05.
