MODULE 4 - RATIO AND PROPORTION NUMBER

A ratio compares two amounts of the same kind, written with a colon. 2 : 3 means 'two for
every three'.

2 red : 3 blue

— 3 red to 2 blue counters — ratio 3 : 2.
— Order matters: 3 : 2 is not the same as 2 : 3.

HOW TO ANSWER TODAY

Share in a ratio. Add the ratio parts. Divide the total by that number to find ONE part. Multiply
each ratio number by it.

Share €90 in 2:3 — 5 parts, €90 + 5 = €18 per part — €36 and €54
