HOW TO ANSWER TODAY

°* Tally marks. Tally marks come in gates of 5. Count gates x 5, then add the singles.
3 gates + 2 singles - 3 x5+2=17

* Mode (most common). The mode is the number that appears MOST OFTEN.
2,2,3,5,2,7 — 2 appears three times — mode is 2
