HOW TO ANSWER TODAY

* Decimal places. Tenths is the first digit after the point, hundredths the second, thousandths the
third.
In 4.82 the digit in the tenths place is 8. - In 0.345 the hundredths digit is 4.

* Expanded form (decimals). Write the decimal as a sum of its parts: ones, tenths, hundredths.
Skip any part that is 0.

452=4+0.5+0.02-0.07=0.07
