HOW TO ANSWER TODAY 2

° Share in a ratio. Add the ratio parts. Divide the total by that number to find ONE part. Multiply
each ratio number by it.

Share €90 in 2:3 - 5 parts, €90 + 5 = €18 per part — €36 and €54
