Constructing and interpreting bar and multiple bar charts

HOW TO ANSWER TODAY
Y-axis scale. Pick a step that makes the tallest bar fit but isn't so small the chart is huge.
Tallest = 75 — use steps of 10 (about 8 grid lines), not 1 (75 lines)
Read a bar chart. Read the top of each bar. Check the y-axis scale to see what each grid line is
worth.
Each grid line = 5, bar reaches the 4th line — value is 20
